Section 3 of O. Reg. 47/00 states: 

A person is not permitted to remain on school premises if his or her presence is detrimental to the safety or 
well-being of a person on the premises, in the judgment of the principal, a vice-principal or another person 
authorized by the board to make such a determination. O. Reg. 474/00, s. 3 (1). 
A person is not permitted to remain on school premises if a policy of the board requires the person to report 
his or her presence on the premises in a specified manner and the person fails to do so. O. Reg. 474/00, 
s. 3 (2).
